More than a formal event, the Pink Tie Ball is an opportunity to share in the 
Komen promise to save li ves and end breast cancer forever.  Seventy-five percent of 
funds raised by Komen A tlanta are awarded to local breast health projects and 
programs, and twenty-five percent are awarded to the national Komen Research Grant 
Program to find  a cure.   

In addition to fundraising, the event celebrates breast cancer survivors in the 
community and honors a corporation whose contributions have created a difference.
